The Temple Mount continues to draw international attention as a flashpoint in the Israeli-
Palestinian conflict. The question of whether Jews should be permitted to worship at their
holiest site is central to dispute. Many say that Jewish prayer at the Temple Mount
amounts to a violation of the unwritten “status quo” at the site. We will examine the
dispute in light of international law, especially with regards to international religious
freedom. Are there well-regarded international precedents for human rights law tolerating
the banning of worship by a particular religion?
